Ojalae was Consulting with MKBCare members, on the 6 “Big Ideas” that  Bucks County Council has, for a local 3 year plan to implement the National Dementia Care Strategy. These “Big Ideas” were centered around the topics of-

1) Awareness:
“Healthy Minds” Report- Improving Access to Psychological Services. Diagnosing and treating Depression.

2)  Diagnosis:
Only 1/3 of dementia sufferers are officially diagnosed, usually late and in a time of crisis. Diagnosis in hospital delays discharge – so not often done.

3) Quality:
70% of patients in Hospitals are elderly. Need to strengthen Liaison services in hospital, homecare services and respite, Mental Health in Care Homes- Dementia Lead nurse. The use of Intermediate or Respite beds for Dementia patients

4) Working together:
“Everybody’s Business” A report that states that ‘Joined-up thinking’ SHOULD lead the way

5) Choice and Control:
Personalisation, Enablement, ‘Self directed Support’ underpins ALL Commissioning priorities.

6) Making it happen:
Accountability and Governance of Older Peoples Mental Health Commissioning. Aiming for and ensuring the development of the market to provide Quality Providers.
